Dear Club President, 

We have received the FY2012 District Simplified Grants (DSG) #75360 funds from The Rotary Foundation (TRF) in the amount of $12,392.  District Simplified Grants allow the district to use 20% of its SHARE funds available in a given year to implement humanitarian projects or service activities in our local communities. District 5690 will match $1.00 for each $1.00 contributed by sponsoring Rotary clubs up to a maximum of $1,000 per project per club, or $2,500 for multi-club projects within our district.
It is important to note that with all Rotary Foundation grants, District Simplified Grants require the direct involvement of Rotarians.  In addition, all District Simplified Grant expenditures and activities must comply with TRF humanitarian grants policies and guidelines.  Wording used to describe our projects should be “defining the benefits our projects will have on all groups, on all ages and fit the diversity of our communities”.

The grant requests will be reviewed by the committee and grant funding will be distributed upon approval from the committee.  Upon completion of the project, you will need to provide the grant selection committee with a full reporting of the project and expenditures. This information is required filing information to The Rotary Foundation.  You should have supporting documentation of costs, etc., to support your expenditures listed on your application, which would correspond to your billings and payments.  It will save a lot of explaining later!  If you have an outdoors project, please have a plan B in place to achieve completion date in case of inclement weather. 
Every club should participate in this wonderful program.  Why pass up this opportunity to benefit your community and recognition for your club?  Since the PETS/SETS training, I am hoping everyone has given serious consideration for a project and ready to put it into action.  Attached is a club projects history for your reference and for ideas that could possibly be used in your community.

Send completed applications to me at the address above by the deadline of September 01, 2011.   Additional applications will be considered if there are remaining funds.  If you submit more than one application, please number the applications in the order you want them to be considered.  Example; identify them as Project #1 and Project #2.
