Like every community in Kansas or Oklahoma, has had a segment of the population that seems to suffer through bad as well as good economic conditions.  Too often, poverty begets poverty and the children therefore start life facing failure at proportions greater than the rest of the population.  For many, the only good meals they get are through the schools or “welfare kitchens” in larger communities.


Medical care comes from county health departments, or “free clinics” or emergency rooms.  Even such things as bathing most often is a result of school physical education programs or in conjunction with the “welfare kitchens” where they have to bathe before they are fed.  The things the majority of the population take for granted, this segment considers a luxury.

Picnic Table – …give families who cannot afford to go out to eat or take vacations an opportunity to be together, further strengthening the family.  Hopes are that these families who do things together may be more apt to stay together, thus resulting in fewer children growing up in one-parent homes.

Park Bench - …provide the elderly and the handicapped a place where they can be outside, enjoying nature.  It is a proven fact that people who get out of their homes, offices, and spend time in the outdoors have fewer physical and mental health problems.

Baseball Dugout - …provide the many “latchkey kids” with a place to go after school and during the summer.  Children, who have “alternatives” to drugs and other temptations get into less trouble, do better in school and are healthier.  This is especially true with physically oriented programs since youth obesity is such a problem in this community.

Athletic Equipment - …provide children who cannot afford to participate in sports because they do not have the necessary equipment the same opportunities as children from the average economically stable families.

Baseball Field Lighting -…provide youth with recreational opportunities during times of the highest period of crime, from 1 p.m. to 10 p.m.  The purpose of the lights is to provide adequate lighting to the ball field to lengthen the amount of time the youth can be involved in this “positive” activity.  This has been proven to work in the inner cities and will most definitely work in (list city name) also.

Gazebo -…See picnic table and bench – again – gives families, elderly and handicapped an opportunity to recreate to the level beneficial to them.

Landscaping around Animal Shelter- …provide the impoverished people who can only afford to live near facilities such as this a better quality of life.  This landscaping will do two major things:  reduce noise and odor.  How can children do well in school and adults do well on their jobs if they are kept awake with the constant sound of animals?  And, what kind of quality of life can one have who lives constantly with the odor of the animals:  This landscaping will limit these problems and as a result the people living nearby will benefit physically, emotionally and economically.
Restroom on Golf Course - …providing toilet blocks around the golf course will all but stop people using the trees, brush, and rough as bathrooms.  Children who do not have adequate places to play find these areas most inviting.  However, as long as the area is laced with human excrement, it is very hazardous to the health of the children, to say nothing of the health of the golfers.  This is a serious public health issue and just with this one thing can turn a serious health nuisance into a positive recreational area.

Reality Store, etc - …provide simulated life experience programs for youth who come from dysfunctional homes.  This will provide life skills necessary for these young people to survive.  The number one cause of divorce in this area is “financial”.  Yet, the youth who do complete high school and enter the world of work are ill-prepared because they do not even know how to comparison shop, budget, save, complete job ap0plicatins and the life.  This program will really give these youth an advantage to break the cycle of poverty.
